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Situated or multimodal communication, in which speakers exploit various aspects of the non-
linguistic context to communicate a message, is a fact of life for face-to-face conversations. Its
analysis is of fundamental importance to modelling everyday conversations between humans and
embodied conversations between humans and robots. However, the approach in formal semantics
to the study of how nonlinguistic and linguistic contexts interact has not evolved dramatically
since Kaplan’s seminal work on indexicals and demonstratives. The goal of this workshop was
to bring together both linguists and computer scientists to discuss foundational, conceptual, and
practical issues involving situated communication.
