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Out of the 66 short submissions we received, 35 were selected. They have been completed by 9 of the 
37 long submissions that were accepted as short papers. Thus 44 short papers were presented as 
posters preceded by a lightning talk and are included as 8 page papers in this volume. They are listed 
below.
